Originally dating from the fifteenth century and 
accessed by a beautiful stone spiral staircase, 
the Great Hall is the principal room for wedding 
ceremonies within the castle.

Located on the first floor, with a high barrel-vaulted  
ceiling and smooth, cream, plastered walls, the 
Great Hall is bright and spacious, enjoying natural 
light from the three large south-facing windows.

The Erard piano, which takes pride of place,  
has been played on many occasions over the  
years to entertain guests. Today, it can be played  
to welcome the bride down the aisle.

Take the second exit at the next roundabout (signposted Kemnay/Castle Trail)
Travel through the village of Kemnay; as you leave the village, Castle Fraser is 
signposted on the left
