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Further information
The NTS Countryside Centre (open Easter–end of September) sells books, maps and gifts. 
Advice on the area is readily available from the experienced staff. Audio-visual displays are available  
along with some interpretation about the estate.

Bags of food for the deer may also be purchased, which encourages them to come over and meet people. 
The Deer Museum (the former farm dairy) is adjacent to the deer park and contains a small display of 
deer artefacts.

The hide near the seashore offers a perfect vantage point to view wildlife. Look out for red deer, grazing 
Highland cattle, oystercatchers, golden eagles and, if you’re very lucky, otters and pine martens.
